In accordance with section 251AA (2) of the Corporations Act and Listing Rule 3.13.2, attached are
the voting results from the Brambles Limited Annual General Meeting held on 19 October 2021.

As advised to the ASX on 8 October 2021, resolution 8 (Amendments to Constitution) in the 2021
Notice of Meeting was withdrawn. That resolution proposed a number of amendments to Brambles’
Constitution including the insertion of a new provision to enable Brambles to hold shareholder
meetings using virtual technology to the extent permitted by law. As some reservations had been
expressed about companies holding virtual meetings, and the proposed amendments were not
considered material, Brambles decided to withdraw the resolution.

Each other resolution set out in the Notice of Annual General Meeting was carried by the required
majority, on a poll.
